Aim: 
The aim of this workshop is to give a brief overview of the Phylum Ascomycota (Kingdom 
Fungi) with special focus on the order Hypocreales and the family Xylariaceae (Xylariales). The 
participants are expected to be familiar with identification techniques for fungi commonly 
found in the forest infecting insects and growing on plant materials including dead wood and 
leaf litter. The course is intended for mycologists, microbiologists, undergraduate and graduate 
students or scientists who may encounter these puzzling organisms in their work. 

Introduction: 
Phylum Ascomycota is a natural taxonomic group comprising ca. 75% of all described genera 
in Kingdom Fungi. They can be found on all continents and most genera display a panglobal 
distribution. The Ascomycota harbors representatives of a very wide range of fungi, from food­
spoilage organisms (e.g. Penicillium, Aspergillus), plant pathogens (e.g. Fusarium, 
Magnaporthe) to producers of organic compounds, enzymes and pharmaceutical products 
(Cordyceps). 

Thailand is currently the country with the highest known diversity of-insect-pathogenic fungi 
with over 400 species recorded and new species constantly added. Over the years many 
researchers and laboratories have been informally introduced to this group at Biotec? and 
several projects have studied aspects of their taxonomy, evolutionary relationships, biology 
and secondary metabolites. 

The Xylariaceae is a large family of Ascomycota with more than 45 genera and 1,200 species. 
Most are wood inhabiting fungi and some also occur on seeds, leaves, dung, in termitaria and 
on herbaceous plants. Thailand has a high diversity within this familywith records over 126 
species belonging to 20 genera, but many more awaits discovery or determination. The 
xylariaceous fungi are able to produce bioactive compounds against malaria and fungi. And 
also produce lignocellulose degrading enzymes such as lignin, cellulose and hemicellulose. 

Objective: 
This workshop will give special lectures on particular subjects focusing on methods for 
collecting, isolating, taxonomy (morphology and phylogeny) and the applications (fungal 
metabolites) of the Hypocreales and Xylariaceae.
