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Proposal for the CODEX Crop group 14 Legume vegetables 

Introduction 

Revision of the Legume vegetables is proposed, because new commodities of this group are present 
in international trade or consumed in multiple countries and MRLs may be set on those commodities in 
future. 

Group 014. Legume vegetables are derived from the succulent seed and immature pods of 
leguminous plants·commonly known as beans and peas. 

Pods are fully exposed to pesticides during the growing season, whereas the succulent seed is 
protected within the pod from most pesticides, except pesticides with systemic action. 

The succulent forms may be consumed as whole pods or as the shelled product. 

Commodities in this group are grouped in 4 subgroups: 
14A Edible podded bean legume vegetables 
14B Edible podded pea legume vegetables 
14C Succulent shelled beans 
140 Succulent shelled peas 

Comparison of the existing commociity classifications for Legume vegetable group. 

A comparison table (Table 1) has been prepared in which the similarities and differences between the 
existing classification systems of Codex, revised US System, Japanese Food Classification, the Ell 
Regulation, as well as the FAO Definitions for the Legume vegetables are demonstrated. The last 
column includes the commodities of the draft proposal of the Legume vegetables group.

The new commodities originate from the expanded US crop grouping system by the International Crop 
Grouping Consulting Committee (ICGCC)and the European Union classification 

Information on these new commodities is presented in Table 2.

Bambara groundnut is included in subgroup 14C Succulent shelled beans. This crop is different from 
the other pulses included in this group. The pods with the seeds grow underground like a peanut. The 
beans are about 1 em long and they are also called beans. Therefore they are included in the 
subgroup Succulent shelled beans. It also could be considered include these commodities in a 
separate subgroup in the group of Legume vegetables. 

VP 0063 Peas (pods and immature seeds) and VP 0064 Peas shelled (succulent seeds): In these 
commodities also Vigna spp. are included. As all listed and Vigna spp. are included in the subgroups 
14A and 14C of Beans. These commodities are reduced to only Pisum spp. 
In the subgroup 15A Edible podded bean legume vegetables the commodity "Beans (green pods and 
immature seeds)( Vigna spp.)"is included. In Subgroup 14C Succulent shelled beans the commodity 
"Beans, shelled" is reduced to Phaseolus spp .and a new commodity Beans, shelled (Vigna spp.} is 
added. 

Cowpea 
In the this group three commodities of Vigna unguiculata (L) Walp. (pods and immature seeds and 
succulent seeds) are included: 
• Catjang (subsp. cylindrical) 
• Cowpea/ Blackeyed pea (subsp. uniquiculata) 
• Yardlong bean (subsp. sesquipedales) 
Southern pea is a reference to cowpea (succulent seeds). 

Codex Standards 
For commodities in this group the following standards exists:

Codex Standard for Quick Frozen Green and Wax beans (Codex Stan. 113-1981)

(pods) and VP 0064 Peas should also become applicable for these new commodities.

Introduction 

Revision of the Pulses is proposed, because new commodities of this group are present in 
international trade or consumed in multiple countries and MRLs may be set on those commodities in 
future. 

Group 015. Pulses are derived from the mature seeds, naturally or artificially dried, of leguminous 
plants known as beans (dry) and peas (dry). 

The seeds in the pods are protected from most pesticides applied during the growing season except 
pesticides which show a systemic action. the dried beans and peas however are often exposed to post 
harvest treatments. 

The dry pulses are consumed after processing or household cooking. 

Commodities in this group are grouped in 2 subgroups: 
15A Dried shelled beans 
15B Dried shelled peas
