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Abstract

The purposes of this study were (1) to create referral database of agricultural new books
(2) to study the usage of new book bibliographic data in cataloging (3) to evaluate Maejo
University new book collection comparing with other libraries. Bibliographic data of new books
from 14 libraries was collected. The research tools were CDS/ISIS, Ulibm and Qedit software,
Analyzed the data by percentage and average. The results were as follows:
1. The database was created and was presented at http://library.mju.ac.th:8080/agtxt.
1t consisted of 1,316 titles based on Ulibm library software.
2. Transfer of new book bibliographic data to Horizon database using 1SO-2709 format is
well done with the pros of (1) reducing librarian task (2) increasing bibliographic details (3)
adding contents and abstracts in several records (4) pre-edition of bibliographic data. Some data
quality problems were found concerning the areas of (1) MARC format e.g. various usage of
MARC tags, indicator codes {2) cataloging data e.g. cataloging error, subject heading eror,
various formats of conference/seminar documents, annual reports/series books, theses/research
reports, and (3) typing format.
3. The results of the evaluation of Maejo University new book collection comparing with
other libraries were presented as follows:
3.1 Maejo University Librar); vs. Kasetsart University Library.
(1) New book quantity (in 1 year) of Maejo University Library was 76.27% of
Kasetsart University Library’s (100%).
(2) Duplicated new book titles (in 1 year) and those existing in Maejo University
Libr;ry was 15.08% of Kasetsart University Library’s (100%).
(3) Unique titles found only in each library (in 1 year) shown that the Maejo
University Library’s and Kasetsart University Library’s quantity were 111:322 titles or 1:3 in
proportion.
3.2 Maejo University Library vs. other 13 libraries; and the summary statistics.
(1) New book quantity (4 months, Sep.-Dec. 2012) was 983 titles. The first to
third ranks were Kasetsart University Library (222 titles, or 22.58%), Mahidol University Library

(181 titles, or 18.41%), Maejo University Library (162 titles, or 16.48%).



(2) 507 (63.83%) titles of new books (907 titles, or 100%} was not found in Maejo
University Library. These titles included some interesting books such as reference books,
statistical books, documents about policy planning, manuals, new topics/subjects matter or topics
that rarely founded, and some research reports or theses shown scenery data of that topics.

(3) Proportions of new book published in 2011 (B.E. 2550), 2012 (B.E. 2551),
before 1997 (B.E. 2550) were 27.06, 20.75, 18.31 percent of all books (100%). The proportion of
books from 1997-2012 (B.E. 2550-2555) was 81.27 per cent,
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
